About WSGA 
 

The Wyoming Stock Growers Association (WSGA) was 
organized on April 4, 1872 to advance and protect the 
interest of the state’s livestock producers and was the 
2nd state cattlemen’s organization created in the US. 
Many of the early members lived back east in places 
such as Omaha, Chicago, New York and Boston, but 
the majority were Wyoming men who took an active 
personal interest in the cattle business. The formation 
of a cattlemen’s association was no doubt monumen-
tal at its inception. As one author put it, “Of even 
greater significance, the principles for which it stood, 
and the manner in which it was implementing them 
were attracting industry-wide attention.” 
 
WSGA was the first association formed in the Wyo-
ming territory and became the only organization in the 
state focused entirely on serving the needs of the  
cattle industry, which is the largest segment of Wyo-
ming’s agricultural production. Its mission is to serve 
that industry by protecting its economic, legislative, 
regulatory, judicial, environmental, customs and  
cultural interests. 
 
Our association lobbies and tracks issues at both the 
state and national levels; we work closely with the 
state and federal agencies that write regulations  
affecting the industry. We also participate in litigation 
on critical issues and work to enhance the public im-
age of the cattle industry. As the industry continues to 
face many age-old issues and new opportunities, we 
seek to bring a fresh approach to addressing them.

Wyoming Agriculture 
 

The value of the ag sector output in Wyoming annually 
approaches or exceeds one billion dollars.  In 2009, 
11,000 farms and ranchers were operating in Wyo-
ming with a total land area of 30.2 million acres.  Wyo-
ming ranks 11th nationally in total land in farms and 
ranches and 1st in average size of farms and ranches.  
The cattle industry is by far the largest component of 
Wyoming Agriculture accounting for 64 percent of all 
cash receipts in 2009.  Cattle also led the way in 2009 
in terms of value of production at $400 million.
